This year’s end balance reflects a very successful Spring Conference and the unexpected receipt of $20,564.78 as the result of “the compact disc settlement” a national suit against producers and large retailers.   
As I’ve commented previously, these figures do not tell enough of the important work of NHLA and its 3 sections, READS, URBANS, and CHILIS.   
NHLA continues to encourage library education with Winchell Loans and Rosalie Norris Scholarships.  The MacDonald Fund provides financial support for continuing education efforts.
