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READS activity since its June meeting has been mainly at the committee level. Much has been accomplished by the Program Committee and the Past President, who worked on a revision of the Award of Excellence postcard and application, and convened the Award Committee. The mission and objectives made their way to the READS website, which is still without its FAQs. 

A READS slate of officers will be ready for the ballot by the time of our October 24 fall conference, which will be at the Local Government Center in Concord.  Speakers will deal with the challenges of serving the disabled in our libraries.

The READS handbook update is substantially complete. All it needs is some minor addition and correction and it will be ready for distribution. This handbook, begun during Sarah Leonardi’s presidency, will be made available electronically and on paper to guide the Executive Board and committees, but also to share information with READS members who might consider service.

Steve Butzel and Jon Kinnaman have helped us get back to blogging, and Jon has updated the READS website as changes occur. We want to focus on this area in the months to come.
