Roundtable Discussions about open source software were held in July at both the Manchester City Library and the Madison Library. Amongst the topics covered were Scriblio, Skype, Flickr, Meebo, Ubuntu, Twitter, Del.icio.us, Joomla, Drupal, OpenOffice and GoogleDocs.

Also in July, ITS held its first quarterly drop-in meeting. At the meeting, which took place at the Portsmouth Public Library, a presentation was given about a free widget that displays links to a randomly selected "always available" downloadable audiobook at New Hampshire's OverDrive site. That widget is now displayed on the left-hand side of the NHLA home page and has also been added to the Rochester Public Library website. More libraries are encouraged to add the widget to their own sites.

In addition to discussion of this widget, the group discussed options for providing printing services for patrons working on their own laptop computers. 

The next quarterly drop-in meeting is tentatively scheduled to take place at the Howe Library in Hanover, NH on Tuesday, October 28th. A specific time has not been finalized at this point.
