September 15, 2008

As of September 15, 2008 there are 639 members for 2008 including lifetime.  This is a 3.9% increase over the 615 members in 2007.  There were 575 members in 2006.
Membership plans for 2009 include a membership registration and renewal table at the NHLA Annual Fall Business meeting in Nashua on November 6th, a posting to the NHLA website encouraging membership renewal by December 15th and a mailing to those who didn’t renew through either of these two options mailed the end of December.  Then, a follow up letter is planned for late January to those who didn’t renew.
Christian Pearsall and I will be meeting in October to strategize about membership goals for 2009, include determining how many librarians there are in New Hampshire and setting a realistic goal for membership in NHLA.  I thought about setting a percentage increase goal, but wonder if it might be better to try for xx% of all library employees in New Hampshire?
