Just call your heating supplier and ask how much you have used in the lastyear. They can tell you very easily.
| don't know how many miles per gallon my car gets.

Fill your gas tank and write down the mileage that is on your odometer.

Drive around as usual.

The next time you fill your tank, record the number of gallons you added and your car's new mileage.

Figure out how many miles you drove hetween fillups (new mileage - old mileage)
Miles per gallon is miles driven divided by gallons added {miles driven/gallons added)

‘e can help you with the math, if you bring in the original mileage, new mileage and gallons used.

1. Ifyou subtract the original mileage when you purchased your car from its current mileage, you will know how many miles you have

driven.
2. Divide that by the numher of years you have owned your car.
